
1. Open R Studio and create a new R Markdown file. Save it.
2. Use the script below to create a little fake dataset. Do this using a chunk in the R Markdown you created.
dt <- data.frame(id = seq(1,100),
                 age = round(runif(100,20,80),0),
                 sex = sample(c("M","F"),size=100, replace = T),
                 BMI = rnorm(n=100, mean=28, sd=3),
                 dose = sample(c(10,15,20,25,30,35,40),size=100, replace = T),
                 treat = rep(c("Medication","Placebo"), each = 50),
                 prov = sample(c("ON","AB","QC","BC"), size = 100, replace = T))

3. Create dataset dt2 from dt by removing column “prov”.
4. Create dataset dt3 from dt by only selecting lines where treat = “Placebo”.
5. Create dataset dt4 from dt by selecting only lines 1 to 20.
6. Create dataset dt5 from dt by selecting odd lines!
7. Create dataset dt6 from dt by selecting only subjects with BMI > 30.
8. Create dataset dt7 from dt by selecting subjects with ages 30 to 40 only.
